POOCH PRESS EDITOR TO RETIRE
Bark Park opened in October of 1994 and, except for a few years when she was without a
dog, it has had a single Editor. The first edition of the Free-Pooch Press (PP) was in the
Summer of 1995 and some of the articles it included were articles on appropriate park
behavior, picking up poop and a request for volunteers. So nothing much has changed in 15
years!

Although there were some submissions over the years most of the work on the newsletter has
been done by one person and now she is planning to retire and move out of state in the not-so-
distant future. It’s time to get a new team together to take over the newsletter! Writing and
editing can come from all kinds of people with all levels of skills but one person needs to be in
charge of putting it all together. Good computer skills and knowledge of graphics and Photoshop
(or similar) is a must, although it is not necessary to have expensive Desktop Publishing software
(PP is done primarily in Word).

PP is published quarterly. We now have 750 plus subscribers and pass out another 200-300
issues at the park.

FOXTAIL SEASON IS BEGINNING.
Foxtails are deadly dangerous for your dogs and
they can be found in any park - including Bark Park.
BP "turf” isn't exactly pristine anywhere but it is
particularly full of weeds that contain foxtails in
the area next to the Army Reserve base in the
general dog area and the area by the parking lot
fence in the small dog area. Please check your dog
for foxtails every time he is out in any park or
greenspace.
